Theme: Always
Bottom Line: God loves me no matter what.
Memory Verse: “Trust in the Lord with all your heart.” Proverbs 3:5
Compassion, love, regret, sadness, anger. . . these are emotions God felt in the 
Bible. We are made in God’s image so these emotions can be felt by us, too. And 
even though we don’t always respond to our emotions the way God wants, God 
will always love us no matter what.

*October*
Theme: Hole in One

Memory Verse: “’For I know the plans I have for you,’ says the Lord.”
God is not random. There is purpose behind everything that God does. God has 
a unique plan for every person ever. The question is, do we believe and trust in 
God’s plan?

*November*
Theme: Donut Time
Bottom Line: God is good.
Memory Verse: “Give thanks to the Lord, for he is good.” Psalm 107:1
God is good. And if you look for it, you’ll see it. You’ll see God’s goodness in 
creation, the food you eat, your family, your friends, and the people who help 
you. The key is in looking for it, and when you see it, give thanks to God for it!

Theme: Pajama Party
Bottom Line: Jesus is God’s Son.
Memory Verse: “God loved the world so much that he gave his only Son.” 
John 3:16
Loving everyone is special. Turning water into wine is special. Teaching people 
about God is special. Healing people is special. Feeding people is special. But 
when we think of Jesus, there is one thing that is most special about Him. Jesus 
is God’s Son. That is what makes Jesus so very special. 

*September*
Theme: High Wire…Daring to Trust
TRUST: Putting your confidence in someone you can depend on
Memory Verse: “Trust in the Lord with all your heart. Do not depend on 
your own understanding.” Proverbs 3:5
Throughout history, God has been faithful to us. God kept the promise to send 
Jesus to save us. When we remember that God will continue to be dependable, 
we can choose to trust God no matter what we might face in life.

*October*
Theme: Cliffhanger…The Story Isn’t Over
GRIT: Refusing to give up when life gets hard
Memory Verse: “Let us not become tired of doing good. At the right time we 
will gather a crop if we don’t give up.” Galatians 6:9
Jesus endured through the pain of the cross so that we would be able to have 
a forever relationship with God. God gives us the Holy Spirit to empower us to 
keep going, even when life gets difficult.

*November*
Theme: Stand…Don’t Face Your Fears Alone
COURAGE: Being brave enough to do what you should do, even when 
you’re afraid.
Memory Verse: “Be strong and brave. Do not be afraid. Do not lose hope. I 
am the LORD your God. I will be with you everywhere you go.” Joshua 1:9b
God may ask us to take a risk or do something we might not feel prepared to 
do. But God will also give us the courage we need to face that challenge. Jesus 
faced the biggest challenge of all: death on the cross. He chose to be brave and 
follow God’s plan.

*December*
Theme: The Big Give…Get Wrapped Up in Christmas
CHRISTMAS: Celebrating Jesus, God’s greatest gift
Memory Verse: “Today in the town of David a Savior has been born to you, 
He is the Messiah, the Lord.” Luke 2:11
The best gift God ever gave was Jesus. Because of Jesus, it’s possible for us to 
have a relationship with God that will last forever. As we remember the Christmas 
story, we take time to celebrate the greatest gift the world has ever known.
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
